specialist headset option  AS1

The AS-1 allows you to alter the head angle by 1 degree in either direction in 
order to tailor the bike geometry to a more suitable configuration.

The AS-1 headset fits a 49mm head tube between 115mm and 130mm length 
with a 1 1/8th” fork steerer.

Precision engineered to the most exacting tolerance, it deliveres performance 
and durability without the side effects commonly found in other angle-adjust 

headsets.

Remove the fork from the frame and measure the steerer diameter for the top and the bottom in inches 
– a 1 1/8th” fork will give 28.6mm for the top and approximately 30mm for the bottom, and 1.5” will give 

approximately 40mm for the bottom. *We do not provide a 1.5” top cup.

Measure the internal diameter of the head tube for both the top & bottom 
sections (after you have removed the headset cups from the frame).
